Littlefield Fountain
Part of the Littlefield Memorial Entrance Gate, a $250,000 gift of Maj. G. W. Littlefield. It was designed by Pompeo Coppini and arranged in place by consulting architect Paul P. Cret in 1932-1933. It consists of three concentric pools on different levels with jets of water spray​ing a bronze group, which represents Columbia returning victorious from World War I. In the wall back of the group, a bronze door leads to the pumps that drive the water. On the door is a dedicatory inscription to those "sons and daughters of the University of Texas" who gave their lives in World War I. < http://www.texasexes.org/uthistory/atoz.aspx?letter=L>
