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This is my second year as business manager, and it has been a rather quiet, routine year. There are few late claims, and most institutions have renewed their subscription. 

Craig Decker , the editor of MAL, and I are  continue to work on the data base keeping it  as up-to-date  and accurate as possible. We are archiving members who have not paid in more than two years. I have also sent out a personal email to all members who have not renewed as of yet.

It is a great pleasure to work with Craig. He is an immense help in finding and correcting wrong addresses. Moreover, he has reduced the cost for the journal immensely.

My biggest challenge this year is filing for tax return. The previous business manager had not filed for three years. Moreover, some of the bank statements were missing. It took me more than six month to get the bank to send me copies.  I have now handed them over to the tax consultants and expect we’ll be up to date with tax returns by the end of the summer. They will also put us on Quicken so we have a very accurate accounting system.

The organization is financially very healthy. We have adequate funds to pay for the remaining journal editions.
