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We continued our annual rate of publishing 15 book reviews per quarterly issue (60 per annum) of JAS in 2014 except for JAS 47.2, which was a special issue that could not accommodate reviews due to space constraints. We will be able to continue publishing 15 reviews per issue in the upcoming year, for a total of 60 reviews. I have already allocated all reviews for 2015 and I am, as of today, in receipt of 8 reviews for vol. 49.1 (2016), which is due to the editors on September 1, 2015. Over the course of the past 12 months year-to-date, I processed 75 books, 8 books more than in the year before. This is 15 books more than required for the goal of 60 reviews/per annum, but it allows for attrition.
It is exciting to see all the new ASA members attending this year’s conference in Dearborn, whom I have already added to the book review mailing list and I look forward to working with potentially new book reviewers in addition to our strong base of regular reviewers.
